We need people who:
Can cut colored fabric in squares for bandanas (no hemming necessary).
Can cut and hand sew 50 fabric canteen holders out of felt from a pattern.
Can sew sunbonnets, aprons and skirts for camp leaders and actors from a pattern.
Can quickly sew and assemble a simple quilt (start noon Tuesday, have finished
Thursday morning).
Can pop popcorn over a campfire in wire poppers and/or dutch oven, and maintain
the fire all day (Thursday).
Can teach grade-schoolers whittling.
Can teach simple square dancing.
Can set up and teach candle-dipping.
Have equipment to safely provide a wagon ride for young children, either for pay or
donated; pony, donkey or horse drawn wagon or trailer.
Can demonstrate pioneer skill such as spinning wool, churning butter, etc.
Can paint large U.S. map on canvas or heavy paper to show progress on the Oregon
Trail.
